The Department of Philosophy is pleased to announce the founding of the Rutgers
Center for the Philosophy of Religion, and the appointment of Marilyn McCord Adams and Robert Merrihew Adams as Distinguished Research Professors.

For the next three years, the Center will be supported by a grant from the John
Templeton Foundation. It will host several visiting Senior Fellows, at least three
post-doctoral fellows, a reading group led by Dean Zimmerman, and three
conferences or workshops. Robert Adams and Marilyn Adams will teach six graduate seminars, and Mark Baker and Dean Zimmerman will co-teach one on cognitive science and religious belief.

In the first year (2013-2014), the Center’s activities include: a seminar on the
problem of evil taught by Marilyn Adams; a seminar on God in early modern
philosophy taught by Robert Adams; a conference on religious epistemology; the
Center’s reading group; a talk by Dani Rabinowitz on Maimonides; and the inaugural
Sanders Lecture. The Sanders Lectureship is an annual event made possible by a
grant from the Marc Sanders Foundation. This year’s Sanders Lecture, on pantheism,
will be delivered by Robert Adams.
